ABOUT THE COURSE

This course developed from the desire to understand what it was that Dr. Still was talking about and what he was doing in his clinical practice. It lead to an exploration of the first principal of Osteopathy as described by Dr Andrew Taylor Still, “The Rule of the Artery is Supreme.” The course involves the investigation of the heart and vasculature and the fluid dynamics of the blood. Additionally the course explores the interface between the heart, the primary respiratory mechanism and the autonomic nervous system.

Study of the cardiovascular system leads to the consideration of the heart as more than a pump. This course will explore the concept of the heart as a hydrodynamic and electromagnetic generator, qualities which are then thought to be imparted to the blood. The role of the heart in the integration of mind, body and spirit is also considered.

The practical sessions of this course will be undertaken in small tutorial groups. The emphasis will be on receptive palpation and observing the inter-relationship of the primary respiratory mechanism with the cardiovascular system.

Course bookings:

Return of the application form and deposit/full payment creates a binding agreement to follow the terms and conditions of enrolment and to commit to pay the full course fee.
