Course bookings:

Return of the application form and deposit/full payment creates a binding agreement to follow the terms and conditions of enrolment and to commit to pay the full course fee. 

A £200 non-refundable deposit, or full payment, will secure your place on the specified course.

Provisional bookings will not guarantee your place.

All fees must be cleared 21 days prior to the course.

It is possible for a student to substitute another eligible candidate (the candidate to submit name) in the event of being unable to attend the course.

In exceptional circumstances, candidates may transfer their booking to a future course, no later than 21 days prior to the start of the course, one time only. Any subsequent request for transfer will be deemed as a cancellation.

Staged payments are welcome, on the understanding that all fees are paid, 21 days prior to the course.

When booking within 21 days prior to the course, fees will be due in full immediately.

All students are expected to act as models during practical sessions. We ask for past medical history to be declared including any sensitivity to osteopathic treatment. This assists the tutor in safeguarding the wellbeing of each student in the practicals.
